All About
Boating Safety

I n approximately four
boats, but first we need to go through pre-launch
checklists. I f you donoét
of the many you can find on-line:
http://www.discoverboating.com/owning/maintenance/
startup.aspx. The obvious items to check are running
lights and cooling hoses, bilge pumps and switches.
You should inspect fuel lines for cracking and
corrosion, particularly around clamps. Remember,
too, to inspect through hulls for corrosion and to give
them a good tug to be sur
play havoc with your electrical systems; ensure all
connections are clean and tight. Look for corrosion in
wi ring har ne s she safraig todpull don
connectors; if they come apart they were going to fail
anyway, sometimes with catastrophic results. Indeed,
according to an article in the October 2015 Boat US
Seaworthy magazine, between 2009 and 2013, 35%
of fires on boats with inboar ds or
by the 12-volt DC electrical system and 17% by AC
(dock power). Considering this, check your fire
extinguishers and their expiration dates. The Coast
Guard requires recreational boats carry B-Type fire
extinguishers, designed to put out fires involving
flammable or combustible liquids. But most onboard
fires stem from electrical problems, which B Types
al one wonot handl e. -helli
extinguishers can run dry in less than 10 seconds,
having only one or two may not be enough. Consider
carrying more extinguishers than required for your
size boat, i.e.: for boats less than 26 feet, two B-I
extinguishers instead of one. Consider upgrading
your onboard fire-extinguishing equipment. Buy
approved hand-held extinguishers labeled Type A-B-
C, which can handle fires caused by combustibles
(A), electrical equipment (B), and combustible and
flammable liquids (C). Place them at key positions in
the boat, and, to improve your chances of putting out
a fire, consider carrying only the larger B-ll size
extinguishers. If you have a fire suppression system
in your engine compartment, be sure the indicators
show a proper charge.

The importance of having the ability to extinguish a
fire cannot be overstated. One of the most dangerous
t hreats youbo lad onbmarc fire bécausee
there is little you can do to escape it and help may not
get there before you have to abandon ship. For a
refresher on portable fire extinguisher use:

1. PULL... Pull the pin. This will also break the
tamper seal.

2. AIM... Aim low, pointing the extinguisher nozzle
(or its horn or hose) at the base of the fire.

3. SQUEEZE... Squeeze the handle to release the
extinguishing agent.

4. SWEEP... Sweep from side to side at the base of
the fire until it appears to be out. Watch the area.
If the fire re-ignites, repeat steps 2 - 4.

To detect a fire early, consider equipping your boat
with battery-powered smoke alarms. For less than
$50, Kidde and First Alert make battery powered
wireless-inter-connectable smoke alarms. Install one
in the cabin and engine room and one at the helm. If
one senses smoke, they all go into alarm.

On and off the water, be safe.
