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All About
Boating Safety

At our February meeting we spoke about Kidde
recalling 37.8 million portable fire extinguishers, 134
models manufactured between January 1, 1973 and
August 15, 2017, including models previously
recalled in March 2009 and February 2015. You can
call 855-271-0773, or, go to www.Kidde.com, click
on Kidde Fire Extinguisher Recall (on the left side of
the screen), and check to see if your fire
extinguisher model/type is listed in the recall. If it is,
follow the directions for obtaining a replacement.
This is also the time of year when you should be
checking your fire extinguishers for deterioration,
loss of charge and expiration dates. Remember, the
Coast Guard minimum requirement for recreational
boats is one B-1 type fire extinguisher, designed to
put out fires involving flammable liquids and electric.
Since small hand-held extinguishers can run dry in
less than 10 seconds, consider carrying more
extinguishers than required for your size boat, i.e.:
for boats less than 26 feet, two B-lI extinguishers
instead of one. Or, for additional protection, consider
purchasing hand-held extinguishers labeled Type A-
B-C, which can handle fires caused by:
combustibles (Type A), flammable liquids (Type B),
electrical equipment (Type C). Note, because they
use water to suppress fires, you should never use
Type A extinguishers on electrical fires. Place
extinguishers at key positions in the boat, and to
improve your chances of putting out a fire, consider
carrying only the larger capacity size 2
extinguishers. If you have a fire suppression system
in your engine compartment be sure the indicators
show a proper charge.

The importance of having the ability to extinguish a
fire cannot be overstated. One of the most
dangerous threats youbol
because there is little you can do to escape it, and
help may not get there before you have to abandon
ship. For a refresher on portable fire extinguisher
use:

1. PULL... Pull the pin. This will also break the
tamper seal.

2. AIM... Aim low, pointing the extinguisher
nozzle (or its horn or hose) at the base of
the fire.

3. SQUEEZE... Squeeze the handle to release
the extinguishing agent.

4. SWEEP... Sweep from side to side at the
base of the fire until it appears to be out.
Watch the area. If the fire re-ignites, repeat
steps 2 - 4.

To detect a fire early, consider equipping your boat
with  wireless battery-powered, interconnected
smoke alarms. Install one in the cabin and engine
room and one at the helm. If one senses smoke,
they all go into alarm.

There was also discussion on Maritime Mobile
Selective ldentity (MMSI) system. As a reminder,
MMSI is a unigue nine-digit number that identifies
transmitted signals within the Global Maritime
Distress and Safety System (GMDSS). It functions
like a telephone number for the devices on your
boat. When you request an MMSI number (visit
USPS, Coast Guard, Boat US websites to obtain
one) you give information that will be used to identify
your boat in an emergency. Instead of losing
precious time calling for help, waiting for a response
and answering questions, just press the distress
button. If your radio has been programmed with a
MMSI number, you can concentrate on your
emergenc y . Even better, i f
VHF radio to your GPS, it will also transmit your
location. Nearby vessels equipped with a DSC
function on their radio will also receive your distress
signal and automatically repeat it. It really just takes
minutes to apply for a number and another few
minutes to program the number into your radio.
Make obtaining and programming an MMSI number
a priority this Spring and take another important step
towards improving your safety.
