16 September 2016 i South Beach, Florida -
Jose Fernandez, a promising young pitcher for
the Florida Marlins was killed, along with two
passengers, when, after leaving a bar, he
operated his boat at high speed and ran into a
jetty. This accident was given a lot of press, not
so much because he mixed alcohol and boating,
but because Mr. Fernandez was a professional
baseball player. Sadly, since so many young
people look up to sports stars, this was a lost
opportunity for the media to speak to the dangers
of drinking and operating motorized vehicles.
Unfortunately, although less newsworthy, there
have been other recent boating accidents that
could also be attributed to bad decisions,
iInexperience, or inattention.

13 August 2016 7 Gilgo Beach i according to
Newsday, at approximately 5:30PM an

4 October 2016 1 Port Jefferson i A boat
overturned in the Long Island Sound An 80-year-
old was found dead under the boat. A search
was initiated for a missing 73 year-old.

11 October 2016 i Fire Island inlet i Three men
were fishing near the inlet when they say two
waves hit the boat and it capsized. A nearby
commercial fishing boat pulled two people from
the water. The boat captain is missing and was
last seen clutching the bimini top while under the
overturned boat.

25 August 2016 i Baldwin Harbor i six people
were thrown into the water when another boat
slammed into them. Fortunately, they were all
wearing life preservers (including a 1, 3 and 10-
year-old!) and only suffered bumps and bruises.
The operator of the other boat said sun glare
prevented him from seeing the other boat.
Interestingly, he was ticketed for not having a fire
extinguisher on board i not for what was
apparently excessive speed for the conditions,
reckless operation or inattention.

Seven incidents, eight deaths, one missing
person, eight survivors i of which six were
wearing life preservers.
